CRICKLADE MODEL FLYING CLUB
RULES GOVERNING THE USE OF THE BLAKEHILL FARM FLYING SITE
These rules should be read in conjunction with the BMFA Members Handbook
1. Members may only enter the Blakehill Farm flying site property for Club purposes.
2. Entry to, and exit from the field can be gained via the gate next to the cottage on the left hand side near the end of Braydon Lane.
3. A padlock secures the gate. The code for this padlock will be shown on your current membership card.
4. The gate must be kept locked at all times. Please ensure you lock the gate behind you and scramble the code after entering or leaving the site.

5. A member may be accompanied by a small number of guests onto the field (usually not more than two) but will held be responsible for ensuring that those guests observe Club rules and behave in a responsible manner.
6. If you bring a guest (or guests) onto the field with separate transport you must escort your guest(s) through the gate both on entry and exit.
7. Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times.
8. No person may participate in any modelling activity on the field without appropriate insurance cover acceptable to the Club.
9. No guest may participate in any modelling activity on the field without the express permission of a member of the Committee.
10. Any new member that does not hold, as a minimum, a BMFA ‘A’ certificate, will not be allowed to fly unsupervised at the site until a Club instructor has assessed the new member as being suitably competent.

11. No Junior member of the Club may participate in any modelling activity on the field except in the presence of an Adult member.
12. Rules outlining where the car park, pits and flying area should be located are given in the BMFA Handbook. These rules should be adhered to at all times. 
13. Persons, particularly children, not directly involved in model flying must remain behind the active pit line whilst flying is in progress. Only the pilot and one other person per model flying are to be on the flight line.
14. Radio frequency control is managed by using a 'peg on' system. You must place a suitably marked peg on the appropriate place on the pegboard before switching on your transmitter having first checked carefully that both your frequency and (unless you have the specific permission of other users) the adjacent ones are not already in use. When you switch off your transmitter you must retrieve your peg and place your transmitter in the compound in front of the pegboard. The peg system is not required for 2.4GHz radio equipment.
15. Flying over the active pits or car parking areas at any height is strictly prohibited.
16. Helicopters must not be flown at the same time as fixed wing aircraft. All fliers are expected to co-operate in allowing helicopter pilots a fair proportion of the flying time.
17. Do not overfly the cottage near the entrance gate at any time.
18. Fly within the confines of the field, and do not overfly Wiltshire Wildlife property (the main part of Blakehill Airfield), see attached map.
19. Do not fly before 10:00 on Sundays or bank holidays or after 20:30 on any night.

20. Mobile telephones must not be used within the pits area.
21. Members are responsible for their own first aid.
22. All matters regarding turbine powered aircraft should be directed to the Gas Turbine Builders Association (GTBA) representative. No turbine powered aircraft should be started or flown without initial consultation with the elected GTBA representative.
23. In the event that a member must drive across the flight line when there are aircraft flying, the member should wait well clear of the flight line until signalled to cross.
24. Other rules and conditions laid down by the Club Constitution and your insurance cover may apply. A copy of the Constitution is kept by the Secretary for reference.
